GETTING STARTED:


Do not use unbaked clay on unprotected furniture or finished surfaces.  Start with clean hands and work surface area. Good work surfaces include wax paper, metal baking sheet, or disposable foil. Knead clay until soft and smooth. For best results, clean your hands in between colors. Shape clay, pressing pieces together firmly. Bake on oven-proof glass or metal surface at 275 °F (130 °C) for 15 minutes per 1/4" (6 mm) thickness.  For best baking results, use an oven thermometer. DO NOT USE MICROWAVE OVEN. DO NOT EXCEED THE ABOVE TEMPERATURE OR RECOMMENDED BAKING TIME. Wash hands after use.  Baking should be completed by an adult.


Begin by preheating oven to 275 °F (130 °C). Test temperature with oven thermometer for perfectly cured clay. For best results, condition all clay by running it through the clay dedicated pasta machine several passes on the widest setting. Fold the clay in half after each pass and insert the fold side into the rollers first.





INSTRUCTIONS


Step 8


Use a fine tip paint brush to apply Gloss Glaze to top of carriage. Cover with glitter, remove excess. Press self adhesive crystals onto wheels of carriage. 





Step 9


Use hot glue to adhere carriage to front of circle. Tie a white silk ribbon through hole to complete charm. 
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INSTRUCTIONS


Step 1


Condition 1/4 bar of Ballerina and 1/4 bar of White. 





Step 2


Create a ball with Ballerina and flatten.  Add a bit of iridescent glitter on top of the clay. Mix clay and glitter well until fully incorporated. 





Step 3


Using the Acrylic Roller roll out a sheet of Ballerina to about 1/8” thick. 








Step 4


Use a fluffy paint brush to dust your stamp with cornstarch. Tap off excess. Press the stamp firmly into the sheet of clay.





Step 5


Press the round Crinkle Cutter into the sheet and twist slightly. Using the Etch 'n Pearl, create a hole in top of circle pink clay disk. Set clay disk aside. 





Step 6


Roll out a small sheet of white clay about 1/8” thick. Use the baby carriage mini cutter to cut into the white sheet.





Step 7


Bake the carriage and disk according to the manufacturer’s directions. Once both pieces are cooled, use a foam brush to apply white paint to the top surface of pink disk. Allow to dry. Once dry, use a sanding block to lightly sand the surface of the pink disk to bring out the pattern details.











Step 10


Use hot glue to adhere carriage to front of circle. Tie a white silk ribbon through hole to complete charm. 
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
